7. Assessment scheme:

7.1. Students’ results assessment: the level of achievement of all the planned learning
outcomes is determined by the results of the written control papers.

The weight of learning outcomes in the final assessment, provided that they were properly
mastered, is as follows:

e learning outcomes — 1.1 — 1.10 (knowledge) — up to 5% per each;

e learning outcomes — 2 (skills) — up to 35%;

e learning outcomes — 3 (communication) — up to 10%;

e learning outcomes — 4 (autonomy and responsibility) — up to 10%
7.2.  Organization of assessment:

The course consist of two topical parts. Classes include lectures, seminars and practice tasks
and individual assignments. The individual assignment requires presentation of its results. The
course is completed by passing the examination.

During the semester, the control papers are written after relative topics. To enable assessment
of the level of learning achievements students present results of their case studies and demonstrate
gained skills.

For students who have not reached the minimum threshold level (60% of the maximum
possible score) during the semester, the final semester control paper is held, the maximum grade for
which may not exceed 40% of the final grade (up to 40 points on a 100 point scale). The condition
for obtaining a positive result from the discipline is to achieve at least 60% of the maximum
possible score, with the result for the learning outcomes can not be less than 50% of the maximum
level (at least 20, 20, 5 and 5 points, respectively) .

Final assessment | the form of credit: students who scored in total less than the
critical-minimum score - 20 are not allowed to pass the credit. The recommended minimum for
credit admission is 35.

Assessment of all types of work, including independent work and individual assignment is
carried out throughout the semester.
