7. Assessment scheme:

The level of achievement of all planned learning outcomes is determined by the results
of seminar talks and discussions, quizzes, thematic tests, presenting individual works, work
in teams, and final examination.

The weight of learning outcomes in the final assessment provided that they were
properly mastered is as follows:

e learning outcomes — 1.1, 1.6 (knowledge) — up to 5% per each; 1.2, 1.3, 1.4 and
1.5 (knowledge) — up to 10%;

e learning outcomes — 2 (skills) — up to 35%;

e learning outcomes — 3 (communication) — up to 10%;

e learning outcomes — 4 (autonomy and responsibility) — up to 5%.

7.1. Assessment forms. The course consists of two thematic parts. The classes include
lectures and seminars. Final assessment is in the form of examination.

Semester assessment: the number of points that the student receives during the
semester is the sum of the points obtained during the evaluation of work in seminar classes,
presenting individual works, work in teams, and thematic tests.

Organization of assessment: work in seminar classes is evaluated upon completion, in
accordance with the schedule of seminar classes. Thematic control works are conducted in
the form of tests. Learning outcomes in the case of mastery at the appropriate level are
assessed as follows:

1. Seminar talks and discussions — from 12 to 20 points.
2. Presenting individual works — from 6 to 10 points.

3. Work in teams — from 6 to 10 points.

4. Thematic tests — from 12 to 20 pints.

Conditions for admission to the exam: the recommended minimum for admission to
the exam is 36 points. Students who scored a total of fewer points than the recommended
minimum (36 points) to be admitted to the exam perform an additional independent task (an
essay or literature review).

The final assessment in the form of an exam is conducted in a written format. The
maximum number of points during the exam is 40, the minimum number of points added to
semester points is 24 (60% of the maximum number of points assigned to the exam).
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In general, the formation of the assessment is based on the “Regulations on the
organization of the educational process at Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv”,
